EQUIPMENT AND OPERATING REQUIREMENTS

Sailing is an activity that has an inherent risk of damage
and injury. Competitors in this event are participating
entirely at their own risk. See RRS 4, Decision to Race.
The responsibility for a boat’s decision to participate in
arace or to continue racing is hers alone. The race
organizers (organizing authority, race committee,
technical committee, protest committee, host club,
sponsors, or any other organization or official) will not
be responsible for damage to any boat or other property
or the injury to any competitor, including death,
sustained as a result of participation in this event. By
participating in this event, each competitor agrees to
release the race organizers from any and all liability

associated with such competitor’s participation in this
event to the fullest extent permitted by law.

Boats must check in with the race committee signal boat
at the starting area each day before their first warning
signal. Boats should check in by hail unless safety
requires checking in by VHF.

A boat that retires while racing must orally notify the
race committee as soon as reasonably possible after
retiring by hail or VHF.

For centerboard boats, competitors must wear personal
floatation devices, as in RRS 40, and, for regattas
November through March, must also wear a wetsuit or
drysuit. These requirements apply while afloat except
briefly while changing or adjusting clothing or personal
equipment.

Keelboats must comply with the safety regulations of
the US Coast Guard as identified in the Notice of Race.
The race committee or technical committee may inspect
a boat at any time before or after racing for compliance
with requirements.

A boat may put biodegradable sail stops in the water
when hoisting a sail. This changes RRS 55.
